RESOLUTION OF THE MERSEYSIDE & HALTON JOINT WASTE DPD REVIEW SUB-COMMITTEE COMPRISING COUNCILLORS NICHOLS (Chairman), ASPINALL, MONK & WESLEY 
PASSED EFFECTIVE SATURDAY 14 JANUARY 2012

Mr Nichols reported to the members that he had conducted a review of the Proposed Submission Document dated November 2011 and a number of other related documents, including minutes of meetings of the St Helens MBC Cabinet held on 4 August 2011 and appendices thereto. 
Mr Nichols reminded members of the complex process for making Representations using the forms provided by Part/Section etc. Mr Nichols had spoken to Merseyside Environmental Advisory Service, who had been helpful, suggesting that it would be more practicable to submit a single form with appendices covering the whole document. Mr Nichols also reiterated that the only two bases for making representations were as to the legal compliance and soundness of the DPD.
After reviewing the DPD Mr Nichols advised that he was of the view that it was difficult to find a basis to challenge the DPD on the grounds of not being “Legally Compliant”. However, there appeared to be a number of deficiencies in the sections of the DPD relating to Evidence Base, Vision & Spatial Strategy, Site Allocations, Development Management Policies and Implementation & Monitoring  that supported a challenge to the “Soundness” of the DPD. Mr Nichols had prepared a series of draft representations which he presented to members. He noted that these would need some further “fine-tuning” to ensure consistency. 
After discussion, members RESOLVED as follows:
· To adopt the Representations prepared by Mr Nichols;
· To authorise Mr Nichols to make such amendments or additions to the Representations as he considers necessary or desirable to ensure the form and content are complete and admissible;
· To authorise Mr Nichols, acting on behalf of the Council, to submit the Representations to Merseyside EAS in accordance with the prescribed procedure; and
· To arrange for the Representations in the form submitted to be uploaded onto the Council’s website.
