ii. The Main Hall needs to be decorated this year.  A budget of £6000 was suggested and 
this will be discussed further at the next Full Council Meeting
iii.	It was confirmed that the landscaping in front of the building will be funded by the Chairman Elect’s War Memorial Fund
· Community Development  (including  Rainford in Bloom)
Councillor Nichols reported the following:
i. The Christmas Fayre Committee is completely separate from the Rainford Hub.  Applications are currently being accepted for grants from local organisations from the funds raised last year.  The date for the Christmas Fayre this year is 03.12.16.  
ii. The Food Festival will be held at the rear of the building on 03.09.16.
iii. The newsletter has been delayed due to the period of purdah before the elections.
iv. All those who had attended the last CDC meeting had agreed that the large tree on the front lawn should be removed.  Planning permission to have the tree removed has been obtained.  Peter Reddington confirmed that the tree is not suitable for the position it is in and will cause problems at some point in the future as it is only going to get bigger, so should be removed now.  Other trees would look much better.  A lively discussion followed.
RESOLVED:	Councillor D Nichols proposed that the large tree on the front lawn is felled.  Councillor Long seconded the motion which was carried by a majority of 9 votes for and 2 votes against.

RESOLVED: Councillor Reynolds proposed a resolution that a sex shop would not be allowed in the Parish.  This was seconded by Councillor L Mussell and carried unanimously

5. Mr Ralph Rigby has intimated that Walking Day may not go ahead if there are not enough voluntary stewards.  The Clerk was asked to make a request for volunteers via the facebook page.  Councillor Brown suggested putting an item in the newsletter.  Around 30 stewards are required.  Councillor L Mussell stated she would approach the events team at St Helens Council.
